Booster Seat Safety

As you may know we transport all of the children and youth from their after school location to the Community
Outreach Program for an evening meal. Without transportation,
many of our students could not attend. As part of our mission to
fiprovide a safe and nurturing
seats into our vans. These booster seats are in serious need of
replacement. As recommended by the health department, child
seats should to be replaced every 6 years. Here in Roanoke,
child passenger safety checks are held every 3° Thursday of the
month at the Fire-EMS station 6 located at 1333 Jamison.
Because of the nature of the vehicles we use we are in need of
new child safety seats called belt positioning boosters.
Because of their high back, these seats ensure that in the event
of an accident, a child is in the most appropriate seat for their
safety.
